A couple of years ago, I had the honor 
of teaching a class at Harmony Univer-
sity. Because of my professional experi-
ence in burnout, I was invited to speak 
to Directorsô College on burnout in cho-
rus directors.   

Researching the topic was fun because 
several directors helped me develop a 
David Letterman-style list of The Top 
Ten Things a Director Hates to Hear.  
Close to the top was ñDonôt Worry, Iôll 
be there at show-time.ò 

When I cited that quote in my lecture, 
150  Directors shared the laugh with 
elbow-jabs and high-fives.   

Why the strong response?  Well, it 
might be true that the person saying 
that is exceptional and doesnôt need 
further practice on notes and words but 
the men on either side of him need to 
have him as part of their default mode.  
The director needs to hear the total 
chorus or he cannot consider making 
adjustments.   

Recently, we had a rehearsal with a 
one-man section.  The chorus adjusted 
very nicely to the challenge and we 
compensated with a balance in sound. 
The following week, that section was 
back to normal and the newly restored 
section overwhelmed the chorus.  The 
adjustment made the previous week 
was wasted effort.   

This is not an indictment of any man 
who misses an evening.  Last week we 
were missing a few people at rehearsal.  

Illness happens, family matters de-
serve priority, and schedules often 
conflict.  What we must realize 
though when you cannot be there, 
the chorus is less without you.  

Another quote invoking directorsô 
response in class was:  ñI might not 
make it tonight; are you going to be 
doing anything important.òé..(no 
editorial needed here)
