UNIT SOUND,  

WADDYAMEAN?  

 

Quite simply, unit sound is making 
the listener wonder whose actually 
singing and which part.  In a quar-
tet, itôs a compliment when some-
one asks, ñWhoôs singing   Bass, 

lead, Bari, or Tenor.ò 

   

In chorus, we will be working on the 
same concept, but in sections.  If 
you quartet a lot, you are accus-
tomed to taking responsibility for 
25% of the sound (in some cases 
more).  Thatôs what quartets have 
to do.  The trade-off is that itôs 
harder to ñshift gearsò when we step 

into a section of a chorus.   

 

Leads in a quartet have the respon-
sibility to assume a ñlead personal-
ityò and actually drive the song.  
Then they have to surrender that 
well-developed skill in the chorus.  
Likewise, harmony parts need to 
listen to the lead section and how 
they are fitting into their quartet.  In 
chorus, they have to hear their own 

section PLUS the leads. 

 

I propose that the better you quar-
tet, the more you have to surrender 
when you step into a chorus.   Itôs
