We are about to step onto a well
equipped stage in Chandler with an
array of lights that will change from
time to time. When we first experi-
ence this “distraction” we are
thrown into that “default
mode.” (Stress, like any new experi-
ence, makes us regress.) So what
is your default mode? Have you
walked through the moves enough
times so you are not stressed? Are
you comfortable with the words and
notes? If not, you may feel stress
you don’t need.

Lights in my face, used to make me
do something else. I'd try real hard
to see beyond the bright light.
(After all, | needed know where my
wife was sitting, and how many
people were in the audience.) The
problem was each time | moved an
eye differently than the rest of the
chorus, the spotlight caught me.

Now you know why we are spend-
ing more time under the lights.
Were cultivating unit sound and unit
appearance. IT"S WORKING!

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Stage Moves for the Show

WHO WILL BUY - (Uptune/opener 1 very happy to be alive look)
On Intro. all face and stance. Shoulders back, chest up. Legs at shoulder width.
On “Wonderful” Reagan Head Nod.
On “Glorious (Reset) and Head looks Up—but don't strain voice muscles.
On “Whole” world is coming alive. Both Hands pull up slowly to waist height palms up.

On “Who will buy” both hands palm up move slowly above head to 45% and then spread slowly left and right, on “Wonderful
Morning” hands spread across horizon.

On “Such a sky” inside hand down—outside hand, palm out like your shielding the light..
On “Never did See”— arm come down slowly.
On “Who will tie it up” facing audience with legs apart Press toward audience

On “And Put it in a box for me....... ” Both Hands facing each other like holding a box rise to waist height and the pulse on Box
toward audience.

On “So | can seefit....... Hands start down to side slowly on phrase. There at leisure.

On “Who”.. will buy this wonderful feeling we pivot out with outside foot to 45 degree stance arm down on “who.”
On “I'm so High” weight shift to back foot phrase speed

On “What am | to Do Shrug shoulders palm up.

On “Too Keep the skies so blue. Rotate outside foot back to chorus position hands down phrase speed.]

On “There must be someone who 0oo” Down the tiles with head

On last “Who will buy” arms ups slowly up to waist.

Arms left at waist height at cut off and then back to side with Ray’s second cue.

Anybody here from my hometown
This is a very simple move. Hard to describe but easy to do.

When the song goes. “Is there” the outside arm moves to the inside with palm up and then on “Anybody here from my home
town.” the hand does a sweeping motion at waist height from inside to outside, palm up.

Then on “Step Up” the hand moves back from outside to reaching for the audience and then on “and say hello” the hand comes
up to the brim of your hat and you do a salute to the audience.

Then at Phrase speed the hand comes down to side on the next “If there’s anybody here.

Then on “So if there’s anybody here from my hometown “ the same sweep as opening and then on shake hands you reach in a
hand shake move to the audience.

Then on Where | come from. Arm down at phrase speed.
Then on tag on Dooo Whaaaa. Hands up at head height and shaken. To cut off.

DON6T BE A BABY BABY

This one is very simple. Just do the Rosie Rock on the second chorus and stop on Ray’s cut off.
